Grades:

A student’s grade will be based upon online homework (WebAssign), discus-
sion quizzes, and exams in accordance with the table below.

Online Homework: 20%

Quizzes: 15%

Midterm Exams (3): 45%

Final Exam: 20%



Online Homework: Students are required to register for online homework
with WebAssign using the link available on the homepage in Canvas. This
service costs $50 and students receive an electronic version of the textbook.
During the course of the semester, online homeworks will be assigned on a
routine basis and must be completed within the given time interval.

Quizzes: A quiz will be given every week to insure that the student is keep-
ing current with lecture topics. You must be present at the beginning of the
class in order to take the quiz. There will be no makeups for missed quizzes,
however several quiz grades will be dropped at the end of the semester to
compensate for absences.

Exams: During the semester we will have three mid-term exams and a
final. For the midterm exams, approximately 65% of the points will come
from multiple choice questions with the final 35% of the exam based upon
free-response problems; the final exam will consist solely of multiple choice
questions. All exams are evening assembly exams and will be on May 31st,
June 15th, July 18th, and August 4th. All exams must be take on the given
date and at the given time.

A student’s final grade is based upon a standard grading scale:
A : 90 % or above
B+: 87 % or above
B : 80 % or above
C+: 77 % or above
C : 70 % or above
D+: 67 % or above
D : 60 % or above
E : below 60 %

During the course of the semester we will cover material from
chapters 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, and 17.
